
 

 

The Homer-Cortland Community Agency has launched Phase I of its capital 

campaign for the Central New York Living History Center. The goal for this phase is 

to raise $2.5 million to complete building renovations needed to allow the Center to 

open its doors to the public on a regular basis. 

 

Renovations are concentrated on the north annex that will house the Homeville 

Museum, the main building that will house the Brockway Museum, and the barn that 

houses Tractors of Yesteryear. 

 

Future construction will include a new wing for more Brockways and an antique fire 

truck collection, additional structures for community use, and further development of 

the grounds for public events.  HCCA envisions raising $5 million over the next few 

years from all sources.
